League Policies

1. No decision will be made on coaches until after tryouts are held.  Each division tryout will be run by the division coordinator, with all potential coaches present and helping. After the tryout, all coaches and the division coordinator will come to an agreement on the rank of all the players.  Only after this process has concluded will the board of directors decide who the coaches will be.

2. Travel coaches have the right to pick their team
3. No travel coach is allowed to rank their own child

4. No travel coach is allowed to advertise their roster until the entire board agrees to it and the coach is notified by the division coordinator
5. There will be no husband/wife coach pairings for travel teams (due to the need for an SSSL ID’d coach on the sideline at all times).  Husband/wife (or parent/child) coach pairings are allowed for in-house teams.  IF a husband/wife coach pair misses 25% or more of their games, they will not be allowed to co-coach the following year.
6. An adult may have a youth assistant coach provided the youth is at least two (2) age groups older than the team’s age group.

7. Coordinators report news of their respective divisions back to the board of directors
8. Meeting minutes are posted on website, except for executive session items
9. Coach suspensions for violation of league policies and rules are for a period of one (1) year.  The suspended coach will be notified of the suspension by the SYSL President.

10. Difficult coaches that are suspended are given a second chance after their suspension is over

11. U5-U10 divisions should receive trophies/medals in the fall.  U5-U8 divisions should receive them in the spring

12. All players are to play in their age appropriate division.  There shall be no ‘playing up’ for travel teams.  Exceptions for in-house divisions are up to the discretion of the board, and may be recommended ONLY by coaches.
13. A player MUST be 4 by the start of the season to be eligible to play
14. Age divisions shall be 2 year age groups, except for the U5 and U6 divisions, where physical and emotional development requires single age group divisions.
15. Mass Youth two year age group guidelines will be used to determine SYSL age guidelines, except the U6 and U5 age groups will use the one year Mass Youth age groups

16. Refunds will not be given after teams are made and uniforms ordered (exception: medical reason prior to the start of the season). 
17. Registration fee assistance requests are reviewed and voted on by the 5 member executive board.

18. All coaches and assistant coaches must be approved by the board of directors

19. The following precedence order shall be used to resolve field conflicts:

a. Games take precedence over practice

b. The oldest age group team has choice of fields

c. If there is a conflict within an age group, the higher division team gets choice of fields

d. If there is a conflict between like age and division teams, with the only difference being gender, then a coin toss will be used to determine who has choice of fields

20. For rec-league play (fall season and u5-U8 in spring), an age group coordinator cannot coach in the division they are coordinating.

21. Coaches are responsible for paying referee fees for scrimmages

22. Twins and triplets will only be placed on the same team after the division coordinator talks with the family to verify the commitment level to make all the games
